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GCSE EXAMINATION RESULTS 2011 : PRESS RELEASE
ANOTHER RECORD BREAKING YEAR OF EXAMINATION SUCCESS AT LANGTREE!
Staff and students are celebrating another year of excellent examination results at Langtree School, having recorded the second best ever set of GCSE outcomes the school has ever attained. The class of 2011 maintained consistently high levels of attainment, surpassing the excellent results achieved by an even stronger cohort of students in 2010. Overall, 73% of students achieved five or more GCSE passes at grades A*-C and the school met a very challenging Local Authority target with 64% of students securing 5 or more passes at GCSE including English and Maths, a 4% increase on last year’s pass rate.  Furthermore, 20% of our students met the government’s criteria for the new EBac measure, securing good GCSE passes in English, Maths, Science, a humanities subject and a modern foreign language.

Students performed better than expected right across the entire ability range, which was reflected in an increase in the average capped points score of 328 against a target of 324. However, at the higher end of the ability range students again secured a record number of top grades: 31% of all grades awarded were at A* or A. In addition, nineteen students secured ten or more grades at A* or A, which again represented an increase on 2010. Amongst the many high-flyers were Rosie Frost, Sophie Lea, Joe Pape and Amber Vaughan, all of whom achieved nine A* grades.

Headteacher Rick Holroyd said “We are delighted with these excellent results which continue a tradition of high academic achievement at Langtree. The students and staff have worked exceptionally hard to produce such impressive outcomes which have exceeded our expectations right across the board. I would also like to thank our parents who have been so supportive throughout the Key Stage 4 programme for the last two years – they have played a significant part in our students’ success as well! I anticipate that all members of our wider community will want to celebrate this significant improvement before we all return to school for the new school year”.
